Calvin Crest is located approximately one hour north of Fresno and Madera (20 minutes north of
Oakhurst). East of Highway 41, Calvin Crest is located at the 5,000 foot elevation. On the grounds are
housing, dining, and recreational facilities. Cabins are heated and equipped with bunk beds and mattresses.

The charge for the outdoor education sessions will vary among school districts. The school will notify
you of the exact amount prior to the time your child will be participating in the program.

Please note that the student’s family insurance plan is the primary source of coverage for accidents
occurring while the student is in attendance at Calvin Crest.

Outdoor education is not the only learning that takes place; social growth and maturing occur, as well.
As this is a week for the students, we do not encourage parent visits. If you do decide to visit, we must
be notified beforehand through the school. Also, all visitors must sign in at the office, and must sign
the check-out sheet if removing a student. The best time for visits is between 11:30 a.m. -1:00 p.m. We
discourage phone calls, as hearing a parent’s voice can bring on feelings of homesickness.
